This report from French Bible Missions is the last one for 
the year 2010.  In December 2009 we reported that we had 
graded 220 lessons the previous month.  We just ended 
November 2010 by grading 438 lessons.   
 

The list of those who help with this program is also 
growing.  We now have five very dependable graders for 
the lessons, plus another sister who does secretarial work, 
and another sister who devotes herself to typing tracts and 
articles into the digital format.  Jason Hopkins (a member 
at Crystal Lake) is reorganizing the financial side of the 
program.  We are grateful for all these Christians who are 
involved in the work. 
 

We continue to get messages from the students concerning 
their gratitude at being able to study the Bible free of 
charge.  One student sent me this message two weeks ago 
(my translation from her French): "I say thanks to the 
Father for the blessing that He gives me to cast my eyes 
constantly on His word.  May God enlarge your limits and 
make you an excellent soldier in His field!  May God 
support you constantly; may He make your enemies your 
footstool!"
